Publishing.

In general, think of the entry as 3 or 4 sentences (ending in periods) as follows:

	1st “sentence”
	Author last name, first and middle initials (Year).


	2nd “sentence”
	Title using the rules for a sentence: Only capitalize the first word and proper nouns.


	3rd “sentence”
	Source: web location, Journal title and issue, book with editor, unpublished sources (many of them). Italicized.


	4th “sentence” 
	Publisher, if source is a book.  Location followed by Publisher name, separated by a colon.


If the title is the same as the source—for instance, a book title—then it is italicized.  Otherwise, the title is unformatted text without quotes and the source is italicized.
Do not end a web address (URL) with a period.
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
