For this assignment you are to write a two-to-three page, double-spaced paper describing the evolution of your use of technology throughout your life, including the major uses of technology in your elementary school, middle school, high school, and college experience. Include all aspects of technology that you can think of, such as (but not limited to): different types of software programs you used, various computers and devices (hardware), and the Internet, email, instant messaging, etc. (telecommunications). This paragraph is typed in Times New Roman, 12-point font.
Features of word processing programs should be included in this assignment. Your paper must include a header and/or footer that include the name of the assignment and the page number. It should also include varying font size and style for the title and the text of the paper. This paragraph is typed in Arial, 11-point font.
APA formatting requirements (see examples above):

Double-spaced

Times New Roman (12 point) or Arial (11 point) Font; except Title

Paragraphs indented 6 spaces, no space between paragraphs.

1-inch margins

1 space between sentences

Left-justified

No comma after the item before “and” (second-to-last) in a list.
